WALTON HIGH SCHOOL 
HISTORY DEPARTMENT
General Information
The department consists of a team of experienced colleagues (three full-time: two part-time).  The dedication and professionalism of this team is a real asset. It is located in a suite of three rooms adjacent to the school library and also in fourth classroom located elsewhere in the school.  Each room has a digital projector.  The department makes extensive use of the library where there are multiple copies of a range of key text books, as well as history journals.  Educational visits form an essential part of the department, with trips to Belgium, France and Berlin amongst those offered.
ICT
The department has made great strides here, although there is still room for development.  Each of the three main teaching rooms has a digital projector, connected to videos and networked PCs.  The large teaching room has ten networked computers and an interactive board. The two adjacent rooms each have a networked PC and access to touchscreens and visualisers. The department also makes regular use of the school’s wider ICT facilities.  
Curriculum Information
History is a very success subject at Walton as the numbers opting for it, and results, illustrate.  The present curriculum is as follows:
KS3:
Year 7:  Norman England, Tudor England and the Industrial revolution.
Year 8:  Slavery in USA and 20th Century world 
KS4: From 2018 will be a three year option course

Year 9: AQA GCSE History= Health and the people c1000- present day, Norman England 1066-c1100

Y10/11: Conflict between East and West 1945-75 and Germany 1890-1945
